CAPS: Comets After-school Program for Students

This year marks the 22nd year of the after school program at Bellevue Elementary. We are proud to offer this program for
Bellevue Elementary students. CAPS provides the opportunity to have your child stay at BES Monday through Thursday until
5:10 PM for extended learning opportunities at a very economical cost. This is the registration form for the third and last
session of CAPS for the 2023-24 school year. During this time your child will have an after school snack, drink, extended
academic learning time with emphasis on homework completion, and participate in an activity of their choice. There are three
CAPS sessions throughout the school year, each lasting approximately 10 weeks. Number of session meetings are determined by
the school calendar. CAPS does not meet on early dismissal days. For multiple children in a family, the second enrolled child
pays half. Students may sign up for any session regardless of their participation in previous sessions.

Monday (9 sessions) Fee Dismissal Time
K-5 Arts and Crafts $50 5:10
Come create a variety of projects in this after school program. Depending on enrollment, this session may be
broken into grade bands.

1st-9 The Collector Cards $25 5:10
Students who want to share their collector cards are invited to come to this session. No money will be exchanged.
When the group decides they want to trade or swap, additional adults will be able to assist. Parent volunteers will
assist with this session after the homework help time.

Tuesday (10 sessions) Fee Dismissal Time
K-5 Legos anyonel! $50 5:10
Students in this session will engage in various activities at BES and at the Bellevue Public Library. Students' hands
and minds will be kept busy as they create crafts, build lego creations, and explore other offerings.

K-5 Dance Mania $50 5:10
Under the guidance of the high school dance team, students will put dance moves to music!

Wednesday (8 sessions) Fee Dismissal Time
K-5 Kids in the Kitchen $40 5:10

Joy through the Jackson County Extension Office will lead this session. Here the students will learn how to make
healthy snacks and develop some basic kitchen skills such as measuring, mixing, and cutting.

Thursday (10 sessions) Fee Dismissal Time
K-8 Martial Arts with Master Springer $50 5:10
Master Springer started with the after school program when it began 22 years ago. Whether you are a former
student or a beginner, you are welcome to join this session. Class will be leveled by belt color. Master Springer
teaches much more than karate! All are welcome!

The school will remain open with a facilitator until all children have been picked up. Parents/Guardians are to check their child out with the
moderator. In the event someone OTHER THAN a parent/guardian is picking up your child, please notify the school office with this
information. Bellevue Community School District will not be responsible for students left on school grounds after they have been signed out.
